A. One True God Only  Exodus 20  The Most High God, strongest of the strong ones.  Genesis 14:19

B. Scripture Alone  Not the Bible plus ______.  My experiences of the Spirit need tested by the Bible.

C. Christ Alone  Not plus the merits of anything else.  He gives me His life.  I give him my sin and death.

D. The Cross Alone  The fact of Christ’s cross over my experience or feelings.

E. Grace / God’s Gift Alone  God’s work in Christ imputed to us  Titus 3:5 & 7

F. Faith / Trust Alone  Receive the gift, rely on Christ.  Nothing in my hand I bring, Simply to Christ’s Cross I cling.

G. One Status Alone  “priesthood of all believers” sinners all.  No human gets extra points.

H. Repentance Only  Matthew 4:17

Medieval Church = do penance (Latin)

Martin Luther      = repent (Greek)

     = redirected heart, mind, life

I. Only for God’s Glory  John 4:19  “We keep on living because God first loved 

us”.  God’s accepting of me takes precedence over my acceptance of God.
