Learnings for Us

As for Celtic Christianity, it is common to conclude that it was more eco-friendly, gender-friendly, and more tolerant of other views than the Roman Catholic model.  It is true that several monasteries had women presiding over monks and nuns.  It is true that Celtic missionaries may have evangelized best by incorporating outsiders into their communities rather than challenging their hopeful converts.  But a more mature perspective shows that the Celtic Catholic Christians were quite orthodox alongside the Roman Catholicism of that time.  


What learnings might we adopt or adapt from Celtic Christianity ancient and current?

A.  Equip ourselves again with the basics of the Biblical faith.  One of my mentors, George Hunter from Asbury Methodist Seminary lists 4 ways:

1. Scriptural Worship:  sacraments, Healing Prayer, sent out to seek the lost in society.

2. Small Groups being equipped for discipleship.

3. A Soul Companion with whom one can be open and vulnerable.

4. Solitude for talking and listening to God.

B.  Express Cheerfulness for we share the eu-phoric news of God’s love and rule.

C.  Exude Confidence in our risen/ruling Lord.  The druids’ spirits were out-powered by the Original and Most High God.  As we wrestle with life and the spiritual forces, we can become more centered and empowered.

D.  Evangelize on their turf with hospitality and conversation, caring about their needs, questions and struggles.  Others, too, are made in God’s image and always precious to God.

E. End Time matters will not be by a bomb or a blast.   The end began with  

      a baby, the incarnation of God in Jesus the Christ.  In Him we have no 

      need to fear any end time.  He is the End One.
